Frescoes from Kriz Manor
near Komenda

The exhibition Billiard Room
Décor, curated by Ana Pokrajac
Iskra, at the City Museum of
Ljubljana presents 12 Josef
Mayr’s frescoes, rescued from
the burned-down Kriz Manor
near Komenda. The collection,
restored between 2020 and
2025, includes the
allegories Spring and Autumn,
several smaller frescoes, and
the largest, Nativity. Restoration
included cleaning and
consolidation of painted layers,
consolidation  of  plasters,
retouching,  restoration  of

wooden frames, and
improvement of
supports. Autumn was

transferred to a new,
lightweight PU foam support,
while Nativity required
reinforcement with aluminum
Tuli profiles due to a past
unsuccessful restoration. The
missing sections
of Autumn and Nativity were
reconstructed based on the
photographs by F. Stele.
